Patient presents with one or more compromised FPMs that do not require immediate
extraction and is prepared to consider interceptive extraction of the FPM. The SPM is
unerupted.

e Consider the most seriously affected tooth first.

e Consider each side separately as FPM interceptive extractions are not balanced
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
