Longitudinal trajectories

Cognitive composite 

• PACC-3: verbal learning, logical 
memory, digit symbol 

• measured approx. every 2 years

T+:
entorhinal SUVR >1.27

(+2 SD of A- group)

• Approximately 3x faster cognitive 
decline in A+/T+ group compared to 
other subgroups

• No age association with regional 
[18F]MK-6240 PET retention when 
accounting for global [11C]PiB signal

• Strongest associations between 
global [11C]PiB signal with [18F]MK-
6240 signal in medial temporal lobe
